Digital Journals Yrs 1-6 ‘Seesaw’

In Reception families are able to see what their child has been doing in school my using an
app called ‘Evidence Me’. Pupils love to share their learning and many of our tasks and
activities include practical elements which we evidence for subject leaders to see across the
rest of the school using an app called ‘Seesaw,’ this is used from year 1 to year 6.

Up until now, pupils have been saving their evidence of learning in their subject portfolios
and these are now available to also share with you. Last week the children came home with
information on how to connect to your child’s individual, private portfolio to see all their
amazing learning.

Seesaw creates a powerful learning loop between students, teachers, and families
